Continue to be financially stable even in the face of funding uncertainties. Achieved. This year has been very unusual due to the
pandemic. But it also has meant additional funding from HUD. This has enabled us to have a landlord appreciation program and a
landlord recruitment program that have helped keep our clients housed.

Maximize available rental assistance to help as many families as possible. Achieved. We have utilized CARES funds for landlord
appreciation and recruitment. Also have been able to open our waitlist to help more people in need.

Housing Programs:

HCV (Housing Choice Voucher) utilization to 96% or above. For the HCV program the goal in the upcoming year is to meet or exceed
960 vouchers leased up. Please note that in May 2021 CDC was granted 80 EHVs (Emergency Housing Vouchers) and it is expected
that resources will be allocated to these new vouchers therefore there may be a temporary decrease in the HCV vouchers issued and
leased up during the time needed to start the new EHV program.

MS (Mainstream) utilization to 90% or above. CDC was recently awarded an additional 75 Mainstream Vouchers. Prior to that CDC
obtained 100% utilization of the 25 vouchers authorized in the previous fiscal year. Currently, CDC has 28 MS vouchers leased up. In
the upcoming fiscal year CDC has a goal of leasing up an additional 62 vouchers to meet the goal of 90 vouchers leased up for the
Mainstream program.

FUP (Family Utilization program) utilization to 75% or above. The FUP program is a referral based only program. Currently there are 8
FUP vouchers leased up. Due to increased communication and partnership with the local Child Welfare Agency the goal is to lease up
an additional 9 FUP vouchers in the upcoming fiscal year.

VASH (Veterans Affairs Supportive Housing) voucher utilization to 75% or above. VASH is also a referral only program and due to
having personnel shortage the VA has provided very few referrals in the last fiscal year however a new social worker was recently hired
so the hope is that the VASH utilization will also increase in the upcoming year. Currently only 71 of 113 VASH vouchers authorized
are leased up. In the upcoming year CDC has a goal to increase to 85 VASH vouchers.
